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SPINY LOBSTER, PINK SHRIMP, BLUE CRAB, QUEEN CONCH AND BAHAMA SEA STARS. THESE ARE ONLY A FEW OF THE MANY CREATURES THAT FIND FOOD AND SHELTER IN THE SEAGRASS MEADOWS. MANATEES, GREEN SEA TURTLES AND OSPREY ALSO DEPEND UPON HEALTHY GRASSBEDS. SEAGRASS HABITAT PLAYS AN IMPORTANT ROLE IN THE OVERALL HEALTH OF OUR MARINE ECOSYSTEM. MORE THAN 150 THOUSAND ACRES OF FLORIDA’S SEAGRASS MEADOWS HAVE BEEN SCARRED FROM BOAT PROPELLERS. PLEASE REMEMBER THAT SAVING SEAGRASS MEANS SAVING FLORIDA’S PRECIOUS MARINE LIFE, SO BOAT CAREFULLY IN FLORIDA’S SHALLOW WATERS.
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
